Visitors

Welcome. Please make yourself at home.
Visiting pilots must be MAAA members and sign the Visitors Book
located in the Pound.

For visitors with models over 7kg, please show your Heavy Model
Certificates to the CFl or a member of the WRCS Committee.

Flying

No flying over or behind the Pits, Spectators Area or Carpark.
Photographic drones included.

Field ceiling is 400ft above top of the ridge or 600ft AGL at the flight line.
Maximum 5 aircraft in the air at one time.

Pilots, please talk to each other at the Flight Line. Call your Landings,
Circuit Direction, Take-offs, Low-pass or any other manoeuvre.

Don’t start IC engines directly behind the Pilot’s box — Starting Stations
are located East and West end of the Pits.

Electrics must be armed and disarmed in the Pits, not the sheds.

No taxiing into the Pits or past the Pilots Box.

Safety

First Aid Kit and Defib is in the Pound. Eastern Shed — Point it out &
Fire Extinguishers and Fire Blankets are located around the sheds.
Water Extinguisher Backpack in the Pilots Box and in the Pound. <~
Emergency Assembly pointis in the Carpark.

If you need to retrieve a model in the bush —tell someone where you
are going, take a phone and water.

Housekeeping

Small bags of rubbish left from the BBQ will be at the top of the Bridge -
left hand side. It would help if you could take one for your bin at home.

Please leave the Disabled parking for people with NSW Mobility Parking
Permits.

Toilets are located on the left, walking to the carpark.
